BYLAWS of Native American Church of Turtle Island

a Not for Profit Corporation
ARTICLE 1

Organization Name

1.1 — Name: The name of the organization is Native American Church of Turtle Island

This is a nonprofit organization incorporated under the laws of the State of California and in

compliance with the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE 2

Purpose

2.1 — Purpose: Native American Church of Turtle Island is organized exclusively for the purpose and

goals of coordination, fund raising, building and operating developments with other Native churches being formed in other

states within the United States, Mexico, Canada and around the world as a united collaboration effort that will
reach out to local native american communities, Latino communities and other disadvantaged communities in the
State of California and Mexico for food security services, educational, job training, job placement, certification programs, medicinal access,

housing opportunities and economic stability for members and efforts associate with the church which is non denominational.
This church is open to all of the public without bias. We will focus on environmental restoration and community social
reconstruction through our religious outreach engagement. This type of work would expand quickly to global applications.

We aim to specificlly assist tribes with resources to build their own self sufficient communities for economic independence.

Constitution for the Native American Church of Turtle Island as a religious group/Organization according to U.N.D.R.L.P.

We will provide drinking water remediation services and waste water treatment services on an as needed basis. We
will also provide resources to create and manufacture their own medicines, food and fuel locally with as little or as

much support required. We hope to be the conduit to assist with making sovereign nations more self sufficient.

This purpose meets all the IRS standards for seeking 501) (c)(3) tax exempt status.



ARTICLE 3
Members
3.1 — Membership: The organization has no members except its board of directors.
ARTICLE 4
Board of Directors

4.1 — Numbers and Powers: The board is responsible for the overall policy and direction of the
association and may delegate responsibility for daily operations to the staff and committees. The board

may have up to 3, but no less than 11 members.
4.2 — Compensation: The board receives no compensation other than reasonable expenses.

4.3 — Terms: All board members will serve 2 year terms and are eligible for re-election for up to five

consecutive terms.

4.4 — Meetings and Notice: The board must meet at least once each quarter at an agreed upon time and
location. An official board meeting requires that each board member receive written notice at least two

weeks in advance.

4.5 — Board Elections: Directors must be elected during a properly called regular meeting of the
directors, annually, during the last quarter of the corporation’s fiscal year. During the election meeting,
the board of directors must elect directors to replace any whose terms expire at the end of the fiscal

year.

4.6 — Election Procedures: New directors must be elected by a majority of directors present at a meeting
where a quorum is present. Directors serve a term beginning on the first day of the next fiscal year.

4.7 — Quorum: In order to transact business and pass motions, 6% percent of the board of directors

must be present at a meeting.

4.8 — Officers and Duties: The hoard consists of the president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer and
other officers as the board may resolve. Officers must conduct all duties typical to their office or required
by law, the articles of incorporation, or these bylaws. Officers must also perform any other duties
assigned to them at the discretion of the board of directors.

The officer’s duties are as follows:

The president presides at all regularly scheduled board meetings or may arrange for other members of
the executive committee to preside at meetings in the following order: vice-chair, secretary, treasurer.

The vice-president chairs committees on special subjects as designated by the board.



The secretary must keep records of board actions, including taking minutes at all board meetings,
sending out meeting announcements, distributing copies of minutes and the agenda to each board
member, and maintaining corporate records.

The treasurer must keep and maintain an accurate accounting of the organization’s assets, properties,
and transactions. The treasurer must make a report at each board meeting. The treasurer is the finance
committee chair, assists in the preparation of the budget, develops fundraising plans, and makes
financial information available to board members and the public.

4.9 — Vacancies: The secretary must receive any nominations from present board members to fill mid-
term vacancies at least two weeks prior to a board meeting. The secretary will send these nominations
to all board members with the regular board meeting announcement, to be voted upon at the next
board meeting. Mid-term vacancies will be filled only until the end of the exiting board member’s term.

4.10 - Resignation: Board members may resign by filing a written resignation with the secretary.

4.11 —Termination and Absences: A board member may be terminated from the board due to excess
absences or more than two unexcused absences from board meetings in a year. A board member may be
removed for other reasons by a three-fourths vote of the remaining directors.

4.12 — Special Meetings: Special meetings of the board may be called at the request of the chair or one
third of the board. Notices of the time and place of any special meetings must be sent out by the
secretary to each board member at least two weeks in advance.

4.13 — Telephone or Video Meetings: The board of directors may hold a meeting through a conference
telephone, video screen, or other electronic transmission in compliance with these bylaws so long as:

Each director participating in the meeting can hear and communicate with the other directors; and

Each director is provided with the means of participating in all matters before the board, including the
capacity to propose or interpose an objection to a specific action to be taken by the corporation.

Participation in a meeting pursuant to this section constitutes presence, in person, at the meeting.

ARTICLE 5
Committees

5.1 — Committee Formation: The board may create committees as needed to fulfill its functions, such as
fundraising, housing, public relations, data collection, etc. The board chair appoints all committee chairs.

5.2 — Executive Committee: The officers are the members of the executive committee. Except for the
power to amend the articles of incorporation and bylaws, the executive committee has the powers and
authority of the board of directors and is subject to the direction and control of the full board. The board
must meet as needed to fulfill any tasks or duties assigned by the board.



5.3 — Finance Committee: The treasurer chairs the finance committee, which includes three other board
members. The finance committee is responsible for developing and reviewing fiscal procedures,
fundraising plans, and the annual budget with staff and other board members. The board must approve
the budget and all expenditures must be within budget. Major changes to the budget must be approved
by the board or the executive committee. The organization’s fiscal year is the calendar year. The finance
committee must submit annual reports to the board showing income, expenses, and pending income.
The organization’s financial records are public information and must be made available to board

members and the public.
ARTICLE 6
Director and Staff

6.1 — Executive Director: The board may hire an executive director. The executive director is responsible
for the organization’s daily activities, including carrying out the organization’s goals and policies. The
executive director must attend all board meetings, report on the organization’s progress, answer board
member questions, and carry out the duties described in the job description. The board may designate
other duties as necessary.

ARTICLE 7
Amendments

7.1 — Amendment of Articles of Incorporation: The board may amend the articles of incorporation at any
special or regular meeting. Each director must be notified of the proposed amendment, in writing, at
least three days before the meeting. Any amendment to the articles of incorporation requires the
affirmative vote of a majority of directors in office at the time.

7.2 — Amendment of Bylaws: A two-thirds majority of the board of directors may amend these bylaws at
any regular or special meeting. Proposed amendments must be submitted to the secretary to be sent out

with regular board announcements.

CONSTITUTION AND PREAMBLE

WEBELIEVE THE CREATOR, THE GREAT MYSTERY, GoD, THE GREAT SPIRIT HAS MADE ALL OF US
MEN AND WOMEN WHO HAVE LIVED, WHO ARE NOW LIVING, AND WHO WILL YET LIVE, AS FREE,
SOVEREIGN AND EQUAL SACRED BEINGS.

WE RECOGNIZE THE INHERENT, ANCESTRAL, SOVEREIGN RIGHTS GRANTED TO ALL PEOPLE BY THE
CREATOR, HUMAN CONSCIENCE, INTERNATIONAL LAW, CANON LAW, UNIVERSAL LAW AND LEGAL
CONSTRUCTS OF RECIPROCITY, AND MUTUALITY, WHICH CANNOT BE DIMINISHED OR
EXTINGUISHED.

WE DECLARE OUR SOVEREIGN ECCLESIASTIC RELIGION TO BE FROM HERE ON FORWARD CALLED
AND KNOWN BY ALL OF TURTLE ISLAND AND ALL OF CREATORS SACRED BEINGS AS MIDEWIWIN.

FROM THIS TIME FORWARD AND OUR ANCESTRAL PAST OUR RELIGION MIDEWIN WILL BE FOREVER
DESCRIBED AS THE GRAND MEDICINE SOCIETY OF TURTLE ISLAND.

WE BELIEVE ALL LIFE IS SACRED.
WE ARE ALL ONE PEOPLE.

WE ARE ALL ONE TRIBE.

WE ARE ALLONE.

WE BELIEVE THAT WE DERIVE FROM MOTHER EARTH AND FATHER SKY. WE ARE THE INDIGENOUS
PEOPLE WHO COME FROM THIS LAND AND DESCENDANTS OF THE INDIGENOUS PEOPLE WHO
LIVED ON THIS LAND ANCIENTLY.,

WE ARE THE LITERAL DESCENDANTS OF THE INDIGENOUS PEOPLE OF TURTLE ISLAND AND THE
ENTIRE PLANET WE CALLOUR MOTHER EARTH.

WE CLAIM THE RIGHT TO FORM AN EARTH BASED RELIGIOUS CHURCH NATION CALLED THE
NATIVE AMERICAN CHURCH OF TURTLE ISLAND. QUR RELIGIOUS ENTITY IS BASED UPON THE 7
GRANDFATHER TEACHINGS WHICH ARE LOVE, RESPECT, HONESTY, BRAVERY, HUMILITY, TRUTH,



AND WISDOM. THE ANCIENT MEDICINE WHEEL TEACHINGS, THE 7 FIRES PROPHECY OF THE
ANISHINABE AND THE EAGLE, QUETZAL AND CONDOR PROPHECY OF ALL INDIGENOUS PEOPLES
AND TRIBES OF TURTLE ISLAND AND AROUND THE WORLD. THESE ANCIENT PROPHECIES AND
ANCIENT TEACHINGS HAVE BEEN PASSED DOWN TO US THROUGH OUR ORAL TRADITIONS,
INDIGENOUS CUSTOMS, SACRED CEREMONIES, AND SECRET ANCIENT RECORD KEEPING WHICH
HAVE BEEN GUARDED THROUGH THE AGES BY OUR INDIGENOUS ANCESTORS.

WE BELIEVE WE ARE ALL RELATED AND WE ARE ALL CHILDREN OF THE SAME CREATOR.

WEAFFIRM THE UNITED NATIONS DECLARATION ON THE RIGHTS OF INDIGENOUS PEOPLES
UNDRIP(U.N. SUBCOMMISSION ON PREVENTION OF DISCRIMINATION AND PROTECTION OF
MINORITIES, 1994/45, AUGUST 26,1994. U.N. Doc. E/CN.4/1995/2, E/CN.4/sUB.2/1994/56, AT 105
(1994)), WHICH FINALLY CULMINATED IN THE UNANIMOUS RATIFICATION OF THE MEMBERS
STATES AND HAS BECOME PART OF INTERNATIONAL RIGHTS LAW.

WE ACKNOWLEDGE THE AMERICAN INDIAN RELIGIOUS FREEDOM AcT 0F 1978 (AIRFA) (42 U.S.C.
§1996.) WHICH PROTECTS THE RIGHTS OF NATIVE AMERICANS TO EXERCISE THE TRADITIONAL
RELIGIONS BY ENSURING ACCESS TO SACRED SITES, USE AND POSSESSION OF SACRED OBJECTS,
PLANT MEDICINES, AND THE FREEDOM TO WORSHIP THROUGH CEREMONIALS AND TRADITIONAL
RITES.

WE BELIEVE THE FUNDAMENTALS OF OUR TRADITIONS ARE, AS CHILDREN OF THE CREATOR, WE
ARE ENTITLED TO THE FREEDOMS OF THOUGHT, RELIGION, EDUCATION, ASSEMBLY, OPINION,
SPEECH, MOVEMENT, OUR SACRED RIGHTS OF WORSHIP AND METHODS OF HEALING, OUR
TRADITIONAL LIFESTYLE AND SECURITY WITHIN OUR HISTORICAL TERRITORIES, INSOFAR AS THAT
FREEDOM DOES NOT PREVENT OTHERS FROM LIKEWISE ENJOYING THE SAME FREEDOMS.

\WE BELIEVE AS INDIGENOUS PEOPLE WE ARE ENDOWED WITH THE INTELLIGENCE TO GOVERN
OURSELVES IN SUCH A MANNER AS TO GUARANTEE TO OURSELVES THESE FREEDOMS, TO
ESTABLISH JUST AND RIGHT WAYS TO DEAL WITH EACH OTHER, TO MAINTAIN A TRANQUILAND
SECURE DOMESTIC LIFE, PROVIDE FOR DEFENSE OF THESE RIGHTS WHEN NEEDED, AND TO INSURE
FOR OURSELVES AND OUR POSTERITY THE BLESSINGS THAT OUR CULTURE, TRADITIONS, AND
TEACHINGS BRING.

WE EXERCISE THE RIGHT OF SELF-DETERMINATION, WHICH HAS BEEN GUARANTEED BY
INTERNATIONAL AND DOMESTIC LAW, TO FORM THE NATIVE AMERICAN CHURCH OF TURTLE
ISLAND COMPRISED OF INDIVIDUALS OUT OF MANY FEDERALLY AND CROWN-RECOGNIZED TRIBES
AND BANDS, NON-RECOGNIZED TRIBES AND BANDS, NATIVE HAWAIIAN, NATIVE ALASKAN,
OTHER INDIGENOUS PEOPLES WORLDWIDE, AND ALSO FROM THOSE INDIVIDUALS WHOM THE
CHURCH SHALL SEE FIT TO ADMIT BY THE EXERCISE OF OUR RELIGION AND THE ADMINISTRATION
OF OUR CULTURAL TRADITIONS AND INSTITUTIONS, WHOM WE RECOGNIZE AS OUR PEOPLE,
FOUNDED UPON THE CUSTOMS, TRADITIONS, PRINCIPLES, RELIGION, GOVERNANCE, AND BELIEF
SYSTEMS CITED HEREIN, AND WE ORDAIN AND ESTABLISH THIS CONSTITUTION FOR THE NATIVE
AMERICAN CHURCH OF TURTLE I[SLAND AS A RELIGIOUS GROUP/ORGANIZATION ACCORDING TO
U.N.D.R.L.LP

ByLaws

ARTICLE | - MEETINGS FOR THE COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS OF THE NATIVE AMERICAN CHURCH OF
TURTLE ISLAND

SECTION 1. THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS SHALL MEET ONCE EACH MONTH AT SUCH PLACE,
TIME AND DATE AS IS DESIGNATED BY THE COUNCIL AT THE MEETING IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING. THE
PLACE, TIME AND DATE OF THE MEETING SHALL BE AT THE DISCRETION OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF
Co-CREATORS, PROVIDED THAT AT LEAST ONE MEETING PER YEAR SHALL BE HELD.

SEC.2. SPECIAL MEETINGS MAY BE CALLED FROM TIME TO TIME BY THE LEAD CO-CREATOR, PRESIDENT OR
BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS. WRITTEN NOTICE OF SUCH SPECIAL MEETINGS
SHALL BE GIVEN TO ALL MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL AT LEAST FIVE (5) DAYS IN ADVANCE OF SUCH MEETING.
AT SPECIAL MEETINGS, THE COUNCIL SHALL HAVE THE SAME POSER TO TRANSACT BUSINESS AS AT
REGULAR MEETINGS.

SEC.3. BOTH REGULAR AND SPECIAL MEETINGS OF THE CHURCH CouUNCIL oF CO-CREATORS SHALL BE
OPEN TO THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE CHURCH.

SEC. 4. ALLREGULAR MEETINGS SHALL BE PUBLICIZED AT LEAST TEN (10) DAYS IN ADVANCE BY SOME
APPROPRIATE AND EFFECTIVE MEANS SUCH AS CHURCH NEWSLETTER ANNOUNCEMENTS ON THE CHURCH
WEBSITE AND SPECIAL MEETINGS REQUIRE SUCH PUBLICITY AS IS REASONABLE UNDER THE
CIRCUMSTANCES, PROVIDED THAT ALL MEMBERS OF THE CHURCH CoUNCcIL oF CO-CREATORS RECEIVE
NOTICE AS PROVIDED IN SECTION 2 ARTICLE.

SEC.5. OF THIS NO BUSINESS AT ANY REGULAR OR SPECIAL MEETING SHALL BE TRANSACTED UN LESS A
QUORUM Is PRESENT, A QUORUM BEING A MAJORITY OF THE COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS.

SEC. 6. NO MEMBER OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS SHALL CAST A VOTE ON ANY MATTER IN
WHICH THE COUNCIL DETERMINES BY A MAJORITY VOTE THAT SAID MEMBER MAY HAVE A PERSONAL
INTEREST IN THE MATTER.

SEC.7. THE DUTIES OF ALL APPOINTED COUNCILS, COMMITTEES OR EMPLOYEES OF THE CHURCH SHALL BE
CLEARLY DEFINED BY RESOLUTIONS OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS AT THE TIME OF THEIR



'CREATION OR APPOINTMENT. ANY COUNCILS, COMMITTEES OR EMPLOYEES SHALL REPORT FROM TIME TO
TIME, AS REQUIRED, TO THE CounciL oF Co-CREATORS, AND THEIR ACTIVITIES AND DECISIONS SHALL BE
SUBJECT TO REVIEW BY THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF Co-CREATORS.

SEC. 8. IT SHALLBE THEDUTY OF EACH MEMBER OF THE CHURCH CounciL oF Co-CREATORS TO MAKE
MONTHLY REPORTS TO THE CHURCH RECORDS ADMINISTRATION OFFICE ABOUT THE cHURCH COUNCIL OF
Co-CREATORS MEETINGS.

SEC. 9. ALLORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS, ACTIONS AND RESULTS OF CHURCH MEETINGS oF THE COUNCIL
oF Co-CREATORS SHALL BE KEPT ON FILE IN THE CHURCH RECORDS ADMINISTRATION OFFICE AND SHALL,
UPON REASONABLE REQUEST, BE OPEN FOR INSPECTION BY CHURCH MEMBERS AT SUCH OFFICE DURING

REGULAR OFFICE HOURS.
ARTICLE Il - SERVICES OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS.

SECTION 1. THE LEAD CO-CREATOR OR PRESIDENT SHALL PRESIDE OVER ALL MEETINGS OF THE CHURCH
CoUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS AND EXERCISE ANY OTHER LAWFUL AUTHORITY DELEGATED TO THE LEAD
Co-CREATOR/PRESIDENT BY THE CHURCH CounclL oF Co-CREATORS. THE CHURCH LEAD
Co-CREATOR/PRESIDENT SHALL VOTE ONLY IN CASE OF A TIE UNLESS OTHERWISE PROVIDED BY THE
CHURCH CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS.

Sgc. 2. THE CHURCH FINANCIAL Co-CREATOR OR TREASURER SHALL UNDER THE DIRECTION OF THE
cHURCH CouNcIL OF CO-CREATORS, CONDUCT ALL OF THE FISCAL AFFAIRS OF THE CHURCH. THE
EINANCIAL CO-CREATOR/TREASURER OR A PERSON DESIGNATED BY THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF
Co-CREATORS SHALL ACCEPT, RECEIVE, RECEIPT FOR, PRESERVE AND SAFEGUARD ALL FUNDS IN cusToDY
OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS, WHETHER THE SAME BE CHURCH FUNDS OR SPECIAL FUNDS
FOR WHICH THE COUNCIL IS ACTING AS TRUSTEE. THE FINANCIAL Co-CREATOR/TREASURER SHALL BE
BONDED IN AN AMOUNT TO BE DETERMINED AND FURNISHED BY THE COUNCIL OF Co-CREATORS AND
SHALL DEPDSI'i' ALL FUNDS IN FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AS DIRECTED BY THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF
Co-CREATORS. THE FINANCIAL CO-CREATOR/TREASURER SHALL MAKE AND PRESERVE A FAITHFUL
RECORD OF SUCH FUNDS, AND SHALL CAUSE TO BE REVIEWED INTERNALLY AT LEAST ONCE EVERY SIX
MONTHS THE BOOKS OF CHURCH FUNDS, AND SHALL IN WRITING REPORT THE RESULTS OF THIS REVIEW
TO THE CHURCH CouNciL OF CO-CREATORS. THE FINANCIAL CO-CREATOR/TREASURER SHALL, WHEN
CALLED UPON BY THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF Co-CREATORS, GIVE A STATUS REPORT ON THE FISCAL
CONDITION OF THE CHURCH AT ANY REGULAR MEETING. ONCE EACH FISCAL YEAR THE FINANCIAL
Co-CREATOR/TREASURER SHALL CAUSE THE CHURCH FUNDS TO BE SUBJECT TO AN INDEPENDENT AUDIT.
THE FINANCIAL CO-CREATOR/TREASURER SHALL, IN ADDITION, BE A PARTY TO EACH AND EVERY
TRANSACTION OF THE CHURCH INVOLVING REAL ESTATE AND SHALL NOT PAY OUT OR OTHERWISE
DISBURSE ANY CHURCH FUNDS, EXCEPT WHEN PROPERLY AUTHORIZED TO DO SO BY RESOLUTION OR
ORDINANCE DULY ADOPTED BY THE CHURCH CouNCcIL OF Co-CREATORS, WHICH ORDINANCE OR
RESOLUTION MAY BE OF A CONTINUING NATURE, AND COUNTERSIGNED BY THE LEAD
Co-CREATOR/PRESIDENT.



SEC. 3. THE CHURCH COMMUNICATIONS CO-CREATOR OR SECRETARY A PERSON AS THE VOICE OF THE
CHURCH CouNciL oF Co-CREATORS MAY DESIGNATE SHALL CONDUCT ALL CHURCH CORRESPONDENCE,
INCLUDING THE NOTICING OF MEETINGS. THE COMMUNICATIONS CO-CREATOR/SECRETARY SHALL KEEP
AN ACCURATE RECORD OF ALL MATTERS TRANSACTED AT MEETINGS OF THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF
Co-CREATORS AND SHALL SEE THAT ALL ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED BY THE CHURCH
CounciL oF Co-CREATORS ARE REDUCED TO WRITING IN THE PROPER FORMAT AND SHALL FURTHER SEE
THAT A BOOK MAINTAINING COPIES OF ALL CURRENT RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES IS MAINTAINED
AND IS ACCESSIBLE TO ALL CHURCH MEMBERS. FURTHER, IT SHALL BE THE DUTY OF THE
COMMUNICATIONS CO-CREATOR/SECRETARY OR SUCH PERSON AS THE VOICE MAY DESIGNATE TO SUBMIT
PROMPTLY TO THE CHURCH RECORDS ADMINISTRATION OFFICE THE COPIES OF ALL ACTIONS OF MEETINGS
OF THE CHURCH CoUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS AND COPIES OF ALL RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES
ADOPTED BY THE CHURCH COUNCIL.

ARTICLE 11T - ALL CHURCH RECORDS

SECTION 1. ALLBOOKS, RECORDS AND FINANCIAL ACCOUNTS OF THE NATIVE AMERICAN CHURCH OF
TURTLE [SLAND INCLUDING THE MEMBERSHIP ROLL, SHALL BE OPEN TO INSPECTION BY CHURCH
MEMBERS UPON REASONABLE REQUEST TO THE CHURCH COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS.

SEC.2. ALLBOOKS, RECORDS AND FINANCIAL ACCOUNTS KEPT BY OFFICERS OR EMPLOYEES OF THE
CHURCH IN CONNECTION WITH THEIR CHURCH DUTIES OR EMPLOYMENT ARE THE PROPERTY OF THE
CHURCH AND SHALL BE MAINTAINED IN THE CHURCH RECORDS ADMINISTRATION OFFICE. UPON LEAVING
OFFICE OR EMPLOYMENT, IT SHALL BE THE DUTY OF EACH CHURCH OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE TO TURN OVER
SUCH BOOKS, RECORDS AND FINANCIAL ACCOUNTS TO THE APPROPRIATE SUCCESSOR.

NATIVE AMERICAN CHURCH OF TURTLE ISLAND
ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE OF THE CHURCH ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL OF CO-CREATORS:

PRESIDENT- LEAD CO-CREATOR

SECRETARY- COMMUNICATIONS CO-CREATOR
TREASURER- FINANCIAL Co-CREATOR
AMBASSADOR- DIPLOMATIC CO-CREATOR

Wispom COUNCIL OF ELDERS: EACH COMMUNITY OF CHURCH MEMBERS 50+ YEARS ORGANIZE AS A
GROUP TO PROVIDE WISDOM AND SUPPORT TO COMMUNITY ISSUES AND DEVELOPMENT. ONE MAN AND
WOMAN ELECTED TO SPEAK FOR THE GROUP.

YOUTH COUNCIL: EACH COMMUNITY WILL ORGANIZE A GROUP OF MEMBERS FROM THE MEMBERS 20-
YEARS. THEY WILL ELECT ONE YOUTH OF THE YOUTH GROUP AS A SPOKESMAN FOR THE YOUTH GROUP. THE

REPRESENTATIVE OR SPOKESMAN WILL HAVE DIRECT COMMUNICATION WITH THE COUNCIL.

MEMBERSHIP GENERAL ASSEMBLY: EACH COMMUNITY HAS A GROUP OF MEMBERS ASSEMBLED OF THE



LOCAL CHURCH MEMBERSHIP. THIS IS AN OPEN GROUP TO JOIN BY ANY MEMBER OF THE CHURCH TO HAVE
DIRECT TRANSPARENT ACCESS TO COMMUNICATE WITH THE CHURCH ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL, WISDOM
COUNCIL, YOUTH COUNCIL AND CHURCH DEPARTMENTS AND ORGANIZATIONS.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY REPRESENTATIVE: EACH COMMUNITY'S GENERAL ASSEMBLY WILL ELECT ONE
MEMBER TO SPEAK DIRECTLY WITH THE CHURCH ADMINISTRATIVE CouNciL oF Co-CREATOR'S, BEA
GENERAL SPOKESPERSON WHEN NEEDED, PASS MESSAGES FOR THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY AND THEY WILL
SPEAK DIRECTLY WITH THE CHURCH AMBASSADOR'S FOR COMMUNICATION AND TO PROVIDE SOLUTION
SOLVING IF THERE ARE ANY ISSUES BEFORE BRINGING TO THE CHURCH CounciL OF CO-CREATORS.

EDUCATIONAL CURRICULUM: EACH COMMUNITY HAS ITS OWN TEACHING PROGRAMS MUST INCLUDE ONE
INDIGENOUS LANGUAGE

SCIENCE AND RESEARCH LABORATORY: EACH COMMUNITY HAS A RESEARCH CENTER FOR MEDICINES AND
LABORATORY CERTIFICATION CENTER. I

LEGAL DEPARTMENT : EACH COMMUNITY MUST HAVE A LOCAL LAWYER AND LOCAL NOTARY PUBLIC

NON PROFIT TAX EXEMPT RELIGIOUS CORPORATION CERTIFIED REGISTERED: THE CHURCH CAN RECEIVE
DONATIONS AND CONTRIBUTIONS WHICH ARE TAX DEDUCTIBLE FOR THE PERSONS OR ORGANIZATIONS
DONATING, THE CHURCH IS A NOT FOR PROFIT ENTITY AND FUNCTIONS SOLELY FOR SPIRITUAL
PRESERVATION, HEALTHY COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONAL PRACTICES AND PRINCIPLES, PUTTING
SPIRITUALITY BEHIND BUSINESS AND MONETARY MANAGEMENT WITH OUR SACRED MOTHER EARTH AND
THE FUTURE GENERATIONS IN FRONT OF THE DECISION-MAKING.

MEMBERSHIP IDENTIFICATION CARD: EACH MEMBER HAS A CHURCH 1D CARD THAT IDENTIFIES TO NON
MEMBERS WHO THE PERSON IS IN POSSESSION OF THE CHURCH |D AND WHAT IT ALLOWS THE MEMBER TO
DO ACCORDINGLY TO THE CHURCH INFRASTRUCTURE BYLAWS AND CONSTITUTION. THIS ID CARD PUTS
AGENCIES, OTHER JURISDICTIONAL ENTITIES ON NOTICE TO WHOM THIS PERSON IS AND HOW TO
INTERACT WITH THEM.

THERE ARE DIFFERENT TYPES OF MEMBERS WHO DO DIFFERENT TYPES OF SERVICES FOR THE CHURCH TO
FUNCTION DAILY. EACH OF THOSE SERVICES HAVE DESCRIPTION TITLES ON THE CHURCH IDENTIFICATION

TO HEAL AND TEACH THE PEOPLE HOW TO HANDLE SACRED PLANT MEDICINES

CHURCH CONSTITUTION ALIGNMENT CONTRIBUTION: $100 USD EVERY 2 YEARS GOES FOR NEW/UPDATED
IDENTIFICATION CARDS AND PRINTERS, LEGAL EXPENSES, ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES WHICH INCLUDES
ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT/COMPUTERS/TRAVEL COSTS FOR EVENTS, TO PURCHASE MEM BERSHIP ASSETS,



CREATION OR APPOINTMENT. ANY COUNCILS, COMMITTEES OR EMPLOYEES SHALL REPORT FROM TIME TO

If your business entity pays California source income to nonresidents of California, you must withhold and send
Franchise Tax Board (FTB) 7 percent of all payments you make to each nonresident that exceed $1,500 in a
calendar year. (California Revenue & Taxation Code Section 18662)

If your business entity does not pay California source income to nonresidents of California, this responsibility
does not apply to you.

Payments Subject to Nonresident Withholding

Payments subject to nonresident withholding include, but are not limited to:
« Nonwage payments for services performed in California.
« Lease, rent, royalty, winnings, and payout income earned in California.
» Distributions from California pass-through entities (estates, trusts, partnerships, LLCs, S corporations).

Exceptions to Nonresident Withholding

Generally, you do not need to withhold if any of the following exceptions apply. The payee:
« Is qualified with the California Secretary of State to do business in California.
« Has a permanent place of business in California.
- Is an individual who is a California resident.
» Is a tax-exempt entity under California or federal law.
» s a government entity.
« Provides anly goods or materials.
* Received a withholding waiver from FTB.
* Meets one of the other exceptions listed on Form 590, Withholding Exemption Certificate.

Other exceptions may apply. See FTB Publication 1017, Resident and Nonresident Withholding Guidelines, for
details on those exceptions.

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Backup Withholding — Applies to Both Residents and Nonresidents

Generally, California follows federal law and requires backup withholding on payments to a payee if the payee:
« Does not provide a taxpayer identification number.
» Provides an invalid taxpayer identification number.
»  Does not certify an exemption from backup withholding.

With certain limited exceptions, California law states that if the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) requires you to
withhold and remit backup withholding, you must also withhold and remit to FTB 7 percent of all reportable
income payments.

Payments Subject to Backup Withholding

California residents are subject to California backup withholding on all payments they receive, regardless of
source. Nonresidents are subject to California backup withholding on payments they receive from California
source income.

Exceptions to Backup Withholding

Two exceptions to California backup withholding are:
« Payments of interest and dividends (reported on IRS Forms 1099-INT, 1099-DIV, 1089-0OID, and

1099-PATR).
»  Any release of loan funds a financial institution makes in the normal course of business.

Priority for Withholding
If more than one type of withholding applies to a payment, you perform backup withholding only.
Payees Exempt from Backup Withholding

Certain payees are exempt from backup withholding, such as government entities and tax-exempt
organizations. To get a complete list of exempt payees, refer to IRS Form W-9.

Consequences for Late Filing, Late Payment, or Noncompliance

If you do not file or furnish certain withholding forms correctly and timely, we may assess penaities. A 100
percent liability applies any time you under withhold, fail to withhold, or fail to remit withholding uniess you show
us that the failure is due to reasenable cause. Interest applies on late payments.
